WHEREAS Section 39(1) of The Planning Act, Chapter 39, S.M., 1998, provides that a Zoning
By-law may be enacted by the Council of a municipality;

AND WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 24(1) of the said Planning Act, the Rural Municipality of
Dufferin has adopted a Development Plan;

AND WHEREAS Section 32(2) of the said Planning Act provides that a Zoning By-law shall be
prepared upon the adoption of a Development Plan;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Rural Municipality of Dufferin, in meeting duly
assembled, enacts as follows:

L. This By-law shall be known as "The Dufferin Zoning By-law."

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REGULATION OF LIVESTOCK PRODUCTION OPERATIONS

32.(3) Any reference in this By-law to Animal Units or A.U. shall use TABLE 4-3 to determine the
number of waste units produced.

(a)  Livestock in an "AG" Agricultural General Zone shall be regulated as follows:

(1) Livestock production operation shall be considered a permitted use in the
"AG" Agricultural General Zone when it conforms to the following criteria:
(A)  the size of the livestock production operation does not exceed 250
A.U. excepting operations where the livestock are pastured for more
than 5 months of the year in which case up to 500 AU’s will be
permitted;
(B) all general siting and operating provisions contained in Section 32.(5)
and Section 32.(6) of this PART; and
(i)  Any livestock production operation which does not conform to the criteria in
(i) shall be considered a conditional use in the "AG" Agricultural General
Zone and subject to the provisions of Section 32.(4) of this PART.

(b)  Livestock in the “AR” Agriculture Restricted Zone shall be regulated as follows:

6y All livestock production operations shall be considered as a conditional use

and subject to the following provisions as well as the provisions in Section

32.(4) of this PART:

(A)  the maximum size of the livestock operation shall not exceed 250
A.U. excepting operations where the livestock as pastured for more
than 5 months of the year in which case up to 500 AU’s will be
permitted.

(B) all general siting and operating provisions contained in Section 32.(5)
and Section 32.(6) of this PART.

CONDITIONAL LIVESTOCK OPERATIONS

32.(4) Conditional livestock operations are determined through the application of provisions in
Section 32.(3)(a) for the “AG” Agriculture General Zone and 32.(3)(b) for the “AR”
Agriculture Restricted Zone.

(a) ‘When considering a conditional use application Council shall review the following: -

i) the type of operation and livestock;
(ii) size of the operation;

(iii)  manure management system (i.e. type of facﬂlty, handling and storage,
etc.);

(ivy  manure disposal system (i.e. disposal site, etc.);

(v) nature of area (treed, open crop, soil types, water table, etc.);

(vi)  prevailing winds; .

(vii) neighbouring land uses, distances to non-compatible uses, etc.;

(viil) the iand base under ownership and agreement; and

(ix)  the Farm Practices Guidelines for Manitoba

LIVESTOCK SITING CRITERIA

32.(5) For all permitted and conditional livestock operations in both the “AG” Agriculture
General Zone and the “AR” Agriculture Restricted Zone the following siting criteria shall

apply:

(a)

The containment facility or waste management facility for the operation must
conform with the following setbacks for the Town of Carman and any of the
cesignated settlement centres:

(i) 1/2 mile for slurry tanks
(ii} 1 mile for covered lagoons
(iil) 2 miles for uncovered lagoons

the containment facility or waste management facility of the operation is not
located:

(1) within 328 feet of an adjacent property line
(ii) within 328 feet of any water course, body of water or community well

LIVESTOCK OPERATING CRITERIA

32.(6)

For all permitted and conditional livestock operations in both the “AG”™ Agriculture
General Zone and the “AR" Agriculture Restricted Zone the following operating criteria

shall apply:

(a)

(c)

The operation does not store or spread manure within 328 feet of any water course,
body of water or community well

The operation does not store or spread manure within 328 feet of any residence,
excepting the residence of the owner or operator

If manure is incorporated within 6 hours of spreading the setback distances
-referenced in (a) and (b) can be reduced by one half
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32.(6) (d)  The operation has by way of ownership or agreement a land base deemed sufficient
to allow for the disposal of all animal waste as stipulated in the Farm Practices

(Guidelines.
NOTICE OF CONDITIONAL USE HEARING

32.(7) Prior to any hearing of an application for a conditional use permit to establish a livestock
operation, Council shall give notice of the hearing, to all residents and property owners
within one (1) mile of the boundaries of the proposed livestock operation and shall advise
the resident or property owner of the date, time and place of the hearing and the intent of
the application and shall meet all requirements of The Planning Act.

MUTUAL SEPARATION OF DWELLINGS AND LIVESTOCK OPERATIONS

32.(8) A mutual separation distance of one balf (1/2) mile shall be maintained between any
residence and any livestock production operation and/or any earthen manure storage
facilities. The residence of the operator of a livestock production operation shall be
excluded from this requirement. This distance is deemed to be a required yard for the
purposes of this By-law, and variances may be considered were applicable.

33,(1) The following Residential Zone is hereby established in order to carry out the intent and
purpose as described below:

"RR" Rural Residential Zone - This Zone provides for rural residential areas which will
usually consist of single family housing but may also include ‘mobile homes that are
sited in a rural area and which may require on site services for potable water and
wastewater treatment. It may also include other uses which are compatible with the
general residential character of this zone.

"CA" Commercial Agriculture Zone - This Zone provides appropriate lands for those
businesses servicing agricultural or rural needs and requiring large site areas adjacent
to major transportation routes, as well as uses serving the needs of the travelling
public requiring access to major transportation routes.

The above scenarios assume factors used in the "Farm Practices Guidelines for Hog/Beef Producers in /

more, others less. Also organic matter in the soil will determine the amount of nitrogen tied up in the soil.
Perennial crops like grasses, alfalfa and other forage mixes will use more nitrogen (150 to 225 pounds) and
require less land.
